A Message from the Fire Chief, 
 

In 2006 Chief Wortes said that the primary mission of the Geronimo Village 
Volunteer Fire Department was/is to prevent and or minimize the loss of life and 
or property of all the citizens that are entrusted to our care. He also stated that a 
one, three, and five year plan had been devised that would help the department 
keep on track with fulfilling that mission. 
 

With that in mind, since then the Emergency Services District 2 has provided two 
new 2008 Pierce Pumpers and a 2008 Ford F-250 that is used for 1st responder 
responses. In late September the Emergency services will be opening a new 
Fire Station Facility located on Spurs Ranch Road just off of 1604. In November 
construction will begin on yet another Station located on  Old Talley Road and 
near Old FM 471. That facility is scheduled to be operational sometime in May of 
2010. Funding for that facility is also being provided by the Emergency Services 
District 2. 
 

We have increased our on duty staff to 38 and the station is operational 24 hours 
a day 7 days a week. All of our paid staff are State of Texas Certified Firefight-
ers, Certified Emergency Medical Service personnel with some having advanced 
certifications such as EMT-Intermediate, and EMT-Paramedics. 
 

In the works is the expansion of our current location located at 2096 Talley 
Road. 
 

We continue to strive to provide the best service possible.  A lot has been ac-
complished the past two years and we are very proud of what has been accom-
plished. The biggest accomplishment has been providing you the customer with 
the best possible service that we can provide. 
 

In 2007 Geronimo Village Fire Department responded to 2325 incidents. In 2008 
we responded to 2845 incidents. Currently for 2009 we have responded to 1758 
incidents with 4 months remaining in the year.

SCHOOL OPENINGS IN THE AREA:  This school year two new schools 
opened in the Geronimo Village Volunteer Fire Department response area. One 
is the John Hoffmann Elementary School that opened in the Alamo Ranch area 
and Ralph Langley Elementary School that opened in the Stevens Ranch area 
off of Potranco Road. We have 3 more scheduled to open in 2010. 
 
 
 

SAVE ON INSURANCE PREMIUMS:  Please check with your insurance com-
pany on your ISO fire rating.  GVVFD is rated as a 6/9.  According to the Farm 
Bureau, the following rules may apply to all homes that are within 5 miles of our 
fire stations: 
 

Areas with Split Classification or Water Truck 
Where classified areas are published with a split classification (e.g. 6/9) the 
applicable classification is determined as follows, using the method which will 
allow the best protection: 
 A.  Property located within five road miles of primary responding fire 

station, and with hydrant within 1,000 feet, use first class (e.g. 6/9 use 
6). 

 B.  Property located within five road miles of primary responding fire 
station, and with hydrant more than 1,000 feet, use last class (e.g. 
6/9, use 9).  However, if the primary responding fire station will 
deliver 750 gallons or more of water, use first class (6). 

 

All Geronimo Village primary responding trucks carry 750 gallons or more 
of water.  Please check your insurance policies, you may be able get your 
rates reduced by having a lower ISO rating. 
 



Every year, almost 1,000 smokers and non-smokers are killed in 

home fires caused by cigarettes and other smoking materials. 
Fires caused by cigarettes and other smoking materials are pre-
ventable. You can make a difference! 
 
The Facts  
Smoking is the leading cause of home fire deaths in the United 
States. People close to where a smoking material fire starts are 
harder to save because the fire spreads fast. Most fires caused by 
smoking material start on beds, furniture, or in the trash. 
In 2006, there were an estimated 142,900 smoking-material fires 
in the United States. These fires caused 780 civilian fire deaths 
and 1,600 civilian injuries. 
 

 
 
Smokers arenôt the only ones who suffer from smoking home 
fires: 

¶ One in four  people killed in home fires is not a smoker 

whose cigarette caused the fire. 

¶ Thirty -four percent  are children of the smokers. 

¶ Twenty -five percent  are neighbors or friends of the smok-

ers. 
Older adults are at the highest risk of death or injury from smoking
-material fires even though they are less likely to smoke. 
 
What Can You Do?  
 
If You Smoke, Smoke Outside  
Most home fires caused by smoking materials start inside the 
home. It's better to smoke outside. If you smoke outside, put your 
cigarettes out in a can filled with sand. 
 
Wherever You Smoke, Use Deep, Sturdy Ashtrays  
Use ashtrays with a wide, stable base that are hard to tip over. If it 
wobbles, it won't work. 
 
Make Sure Cigarettes and Ashes Are Out  
The cigarette really needs to be completely stubbed out in an ash-
tray. Soak cigarette butts and ashes in water before throwing 

them away. Never toss hot cigarette butts or ashes in the trash 
can. 
 
Check for Butts  
Chairs and sofas catch on fire fast and burn fast. Don't put ash-
trays on them. If people have been smoking in the home, check 
for cigarettes under cushions. 
 
Never Smoke in a Home Where Oxygen Is Used  
Never smoke while using oxygen or are anywhere near an oxygen 
source, even if it is turned off. Oxygen can be explosive and 
makes fire burn hotter and faster. 
 
If You Smoke, Fire -Safe Cigarettes Are Better  
Fire-safe cigarettes are less likely to cause fires. These cigarettes 
have banded paper that can slow the burn of a cigarette that isn't 
being used. 

 
Be Alert  
To prevent a deadly 
fire, you have to be 
alert. If you are 
sleepy, have been 
drinking, or have 
taken medicine that 
makes you drowsy, 
put your cigarette 
out first. Smoking in 
bed is just plain 
wrong . 
 
 

Practice Fire Safety  

¶ Place properly installed and maintained smoke alarms on 

every level of your home. 

¶ Check smoke alarm batteries at least once every year. You 

can use a familiar date, such as when you change your clocks or 
your birthday, as a reminder. 

¶ Create an escape plan. Plan two ways to escape from every 

room. Practice the escape plan with everyone in the home. 
If at all possible, install residential fire sprinklers in your home.
